Moving BiblioTECH version 5.xx to a new server

Prerequisites
1. Upgrade your current BiblioTECH 5 version to the latest 5.8g (available on the Bibliotech web site  -   www.bibliotech.com.au )

2. Get a copy of your registered name and number from the reg.txt file located in your active  ..\library\lists  directory - see relevant FAQ

3. Copy all the files which end with the letters  ‘drop.txt’ (ignore quotes) from your active  ..\library\lists  directory to a floppy disk so you can restore them on the new server (these files are not backed up by BiblioTECH’s backup program)

4. If you have made changes to the parent overdue letters then copy the changed files (ParentOD.txt, ParentOD1.txt, ParentOD2.txt, ParentOD3.txt) from the active  ..\library\reports  directory to a floppy disk so you can restore them on the new server (these files are not backed up by BiblioTECH’s backup program)

Process

1. Using the BiblioTECH Utilities Module, backup your database to disks (compatible with your new BiblioTECH Server) or another computer which will be accessible by the new BiblioTECH Server.

2. Install the latest BiblioTECH version 5.8g onto the new BiblioTECH Server using the registration key information from the old server (see Prerequisites 2 above)

3. Use the BiblioTECH / Utilities / Backup Restore / Restore module to restore from the backup disks or computer which you created in step 1 above.

4. From the BiblioTECH Menu click on [Show Tools] and after entering a level 9 password click on [Rebuild Utility] and wait until it finishes.

5. Copy all the files which you created in Prerequisite step 3 above to your active  ..\library\lists  directory on the new BiblioTECH Server

6. Copy all the files which you created in Prerequisite step 4 above to your active  ..\library\reports  directory on the new BiblioTECH Server
